Jaroslav has the pleasantest memories of his childhood in Ukraine (that time Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic), even though his parents were not rich or prosperous people.  Jaroslav took part in fighting of Latvian people to stand up for liberty and democracy after the establishment of the Latvian Republic in 1990. He was one of these people who stand up quard on streets in our capital city Riga  when barricades  were built there.
 Jaroslav was enterprising man and he was trying to take up his own business.   Beginning of all was privatization of  washeteria and public bath. Then he opened a shop and began a trade. At that time his son Normunds was studying at university and get a diploma of economist. Jaroslavs took his opportunity to get closer to his son and got him the concept of having a “purpose in live” and success.   They made hydroelectric power station on river Maza Jugla in Malpils.
The death of his son in 2008 at the age 31 year crushed him, but in spite his despair Jaroslav didn’t despond. His different occupations, his relationships with his relatives, his attachment to his family, had all enabled him to live through a troubled period in his life without becoming too long in period of depression.
