In way they went secretly at night, they took
only the documents and the food path. The same year, in october16th
born Lidija. After two years, born her sister.
In1940th her father, beacame a trusted Bolshevik Party members, and
had sent up Chuvashia republic. There the family lived in the district
Zavolžskas in Zavolžje. 1941st started the war. Father went to war.
In Latvian Lidiya family lived in Valka district Seda village, where
there were large turf facilities. In Seda wasn`t school, so Lydia went
to study in Valga. When Lidija completed her study she came back and
became a social life activists were she was Young Communist League
manager and secretary.

District, which also had turf industry and then they married. 1961st
year 8th november born two sisters.
