From 1948 to 1960 he lived with his grandmother in village Stelpe. Father Arturs Kanepejs in 1950 was being arrested as a enemy of the state and sent to Siberia. Parents’ marriage was being cancelled in 1951. Martins in Stelpe graduated local elementary school.

Next 4 years he lived in Riga and studied in the Technical collage of electro mechanic and got radio construction technician’s profession. At the same time he was working in Riga’s Radio factory.

Later he graduated extramural courses of the St. Petersburg’s University of Telecommunications.

1967 he married. Without working and family life he was into athletics and got good results in the run of middle distances (800m, 1500m).
In 1967 he started to work as a teacher in Riga’s 2. Technical collage. With professional education connected following 30 years. He has been headmaster of several technical schools.

After USSR’s crack – up some years (1990 – 1993) he worked in The Ministry of Education. He was deputy of matter of professional education. In the middle of the 90th he started to work in Real Estate agency and now he is chief of chancellery.

In 2005 he got master’s degree in pedagogy. Presently he gives lectures to students in The University of Latvia.

Hi is married twice, has son and two daughters and 4 grandchildren. Now the youngest daughter is living and studying in Denmark.

Currently he is carrying on active professional working, travelling a lot. In summers he spends time in his own garden, likes photo and playing with grandchildren. He still complies with his mother, who is 88.
