 Back in 2008 Nadezda have visited her daugter in New York. Yes,  she said the life style is different to ours The food in New York is differnt compared to Latvian,  but daughters family mostly eating Indian and Chinise food. The grand daughter is not speaking in Latvian or russian language.  Nadezda tried to teach her grad daughter some russian but she did not find it interesting for her. 

Nadezda have said once that when she was young she left Kazan for Latvia and unfortunatly daughter have gone same way by leaving Latvia for New York. By living in Latvia she have learned latvian,  have done exsams in latvian and qualified for latvian citizenshsip. she had accepted her latvian husband culture and traditions, but kept her own religion as we in Latvia have three major religions: catholic, lutheran and ortodoks.  As she is ortodoks she never had to change religion as we in Latvia have ortodoks churches, but her daughter had taken muslims religion.
