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„cultural migration in biography“

How to write a migration biography:

Some ideas:

· Don´t think that you can write everything at once.

· Don´t think you can write about all.

· Tell little stories that show and stand for the whole story or experience

· Write little puzzle pieces which at the end reveal the whole story

· Put pearls on a string and start at one point or with the story that comes to you first or is the easiest to tell, later add other pearls. In the end you can choose which pearls to use for the whole string or chain.

· Don´t try to be perfect and tell all that you know. Choose carefully. Use those storys or puzzlepieces with stronger reverence to the whole story.

· Quantity (of pages)  is not as important as meaning and quality 

· Try to be as specific and detailed as you can. Use dates, names, places to anchor the story. You can always invent and make up if memories lack. 

· Use easy forms, if you are not used to writing. Write f.e. a letter to someone (father, mother, grandfather, grandchildren) and tell him what happened. 

· Write to someone who is really interested and doesn´t know anything, like an unborn grandchild or somebody who is already dead.

· Don´t explain things, show how it was and how it felt.

· The main sentence in creative writing is: show, don´t tell
