Repatriates („Spätaussiedler“) 

In 1950  ca. 4 Million people with German origin lived in eastern European countries.    

Since 1950 more than   5 Million  Repatriates including their families moved to Germany.

Immigration to Schwäbisch Gmünd
Refugees / expatriates after Second World War 
31.12.1949:  


30,8% of the total population of Schwäbisch Gmünd are refugees / expatriates.
The Population of Schwäbisch Gmünd climbed from  22.941  in 1944   to  33.578  in 1949.
They mainly came from Northern Bohemia. 
Others from  Poland, Hungary, Jugoslavia, Romania.  

Population of Schwäbisch Gmünd in 2008

In 2008 for the first time there was a survey of the migration background of the population in Schwäbisch Gmünd. 
Many Migrants today are second or third generation Immigrants.
